AHC Meeting 

 
Present:  Mike Colaneri, Catherine DeVito, Ernie Mendenhall, Vickie Thurber and 
                Glenn Hearn (later) 
Absent with Regrets:  Joanne Scott 
Also Present:  Rhonda Conley 
 
Catherine made a motion, seconded by Mike to accept the minutes of March 24, 2009 as 
written with the name spelling change.  VOTE 3 YES 1 ABSTAIN 
 
Mike answered a few questions Catherine had to do with affordable housing bylaw 
change.  He explained that the covenant on its own did not fulfill bylaw affordable 
housing program and that Dukes County Regional Housing Authority (DCRHA) will be 
working on rendering that need. 
 
Stoney Hill Project:  Mike stated that the changing of amounts for access to one lot has 
been reversed to include all 3 lots again.  The lots will all be going on one RFP through 
Bailey Boyd.  Mike told Glenn to cease working on an RFP through town counsel.  Mike 
also stated that Baumrin has signed off on the access issue. 
 
Island Affordable Housing Fund (IAHF):  Mike read an email from Pat Manning of 
IAHF requesting information about the RFP for the Stoney Hill Project and moving the 
donated house to one of the lots.  Mike emailed him that the committee still had a lot of 
work to do and he would keep IAHF posted. 
 
Martha’s Vineyard Saving Bank (MVSB) donated House:  Mike also received an 
email from Pat Manning pertaining to the MVSB donated house and wanting to place it 
on one of the lots.  Mike told him he would discuss it with the committee but he thought 
that the house on a trailer could be parked on the first lot. 
 
ZBA Accessory Apartment:  Rhonda informed the committee a new accessory 
apartment was being granted by the ZBA.  The ZBA minutes say it will be used for 
family. 
 
Jampel Project:  Mike received a letter from Terri Keech of DCRHA stating that Jeff 
and Emily Day met the 140% criteria for the Jampel Affordable Housing Project. 
 
Mike also got a phone call from an off-island bank about the Bryants, the other home 
owner applicants Jampel put forward.  Mike told the bank that as there has been a lapse in 
time and circumstances since they applied for the house they would need to be requalified 
through DCRHA. 
 
Rhonda presented the letter to Michael Jampel that Mike and the committee were going 
to send for the attorney fees the committee concurred due to Jampel’s Housing Project. 
 



Invoices 
Rhonda presented the Reynolds Rappaport & Kaplan bill for the S petitions work.  Mike 
made a motion, seconded by Vickie, to pay the amount $1578.10 to Reynolds, 
Rappaport & Kaplan for S petitions and easement agreements.  VOTE  4 YES  0 NO 
 
250 State Road Project:  Mike said the groundbreaking ceremony went well.  Power 
lines appear to be going in.  Catherine said Habitat for Humanity has distributed their 
applications. 
 
Stoney Hill Project Easement Agreements:  Glenn stated that the agreements are still 
in the hands of the attorneys and have not been agreed upon or signed yet. 
 
Stoney Hill RFP:  The committee went through the RFP elements Bailey Boyd 
requested line by line (see attached) which Rhonda will send onto Bailey Boyd.  There 
were divided opinions on some issues but these were settled with the committee voting 
unanimously on the key points of 

1. Ground lease which an overview was included to Bailey Boyd. 
2. The 3 lots selling at $120,000.00 ($40,000.00 ea).  
3. Septic design and well installation will be done by AHC. 
4. Perpetual deed rider which was sent to Bailey Boyd 
5. Non-profit developer 
6. Developer responsible for all permits, financing, and any risks. 
7. Single homes between 1200-1500 sq. ft. with 1 being a 2 bedroom with 1 full 

bath and 2 being 3 bedrooms with 1 full bath and ½ bath. 
8. AMI levels are 1-80%, 1-100%, 1-110% 

 
Rhonda also gave the committee an updated expense statement on the project.
