Ms. Crawford called the meeting to order at 5:05 PM.

The minutes of the May 13, 2003 meeting were approved as written. Richard Cohen abstained.

There were no scheduled hearings.

Old Business
Map 1 Lot 33 John Long. A site visit was conducted with Mrs. Long on March 22, 2003. Richard, Prudy, Oceana, Peter (?) and Maria attended. The extent of the unauthorized clearing is cause to issue an Enforcement Order that all work be stopped and that a Notice of Intent be filed for this work. A motion to issue an Enforcement Order to the Longs was made, seconded and unanimously approved. Maria will work with Town Counsel to prepare this Enforcement Order.

Map 1 Lot 22.2 Land Bank. At the site visit on March 22, 2003 Prudy thought the trees that had been illegally cut down were an Oak and an Aspen. The Land Bank is working with their counsel on this matter and will copy us on any correspondence.

Map 1 Lot 37 Christopher Daly. Maria has spoken with Mrs. Daly. Rusty Walton has been out the site. Maria informed Mrs. Daly that Rusty needs to flag the wetlands and prepare a plan that they can use as part of the Request For Determination of Applicability a copy of which they received in the mail.

Map 32 Lot 99 Brandy Brow. Maria suggested a volunteer clean up day. The Commission discussed this and decided it would be better to hire someone. Tara said she could ask Will Whiting if he would be interested in doing this clean up work. The work includes fixing the split rail fence, brush cutting and cutting and hauling away dead trees. Maria will check on town insurance coverage and Tara will check with Will.

The Minutes from the May 13, 2003 meeting should reflect that the Commission also conducted a site visit on May 8, 2003 at Map 3, Lot 19 to view the stairs to the Makonikey beach. Judy and Maria met with Dan Culkin who reviewed the maintenance history of the stairs. Maria was instructed to send a letter to the Makonikey Roads and Beach Trust recommending that pressure treated wood not be used and that the old stairs be removed to avoid having them break up in a storm and become a navigational hazard.
