WEST TISBURY CONSERVATION COMMISSION MINUTES OF MEETING
January 28, 2003
Present: Judy Crawford Chair, Prudy Burt, Richard Cohen, Patrick Phear, Peter Rodegast, Oceana Rames, and Tara Whiting
Also present for all or part of the meeting: Whit Manter, Geoffrey Thors, and Maria McFarland Absent: Margaret Cook
Ms. Crawford called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM. Minutes: The minutes of the January 14, 2003 meeting were approved as corrected.
The full commission reviewed the work of the subcommittee that put together the draft of by-law. The subcommittee was comprised of Judy, Patrick, Oceana, Maria and Alex West of the Vineyard Conservation Society. Judy thank-ed the subcommittee for their diligent work on completing this document. The Commission agreed to the following substantive changes to the draft:
Section II Jurisdiction: Land below the 10ft contour will be added. Section V: The last sentence of the first paragraph will be changed to read, " When a person requesting a determination is other than the owner, the applicant shall send the request, the notice of the hearing, and the determination itself to the owner." Section VII Determinations, Permits and Conditions: The paragraph on wildlife habitat study will be deleted: "no-work" will be changed to "no-disturbance" and "disturbance" changed to "disruption".
The Commission also reviewed the Executive Summary prepared by Judy. This along with the bylaw will be circulated for comments. The by-law has been sent to Town Counsel, the MACC attorney and the Attorney Generals office for comment. A motion was made to approve the draft of the by-law with the above revisions. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
A public hearing will be held on February 18"' at 7PM at the Howes House. Maria will prepare the warrant article and submit it to the Selectmen.
Notice of Intent filed by Diana and George W. Manter, Jr. for property at 155 Pondview Farm Road Map 35 Lot 1.5 DEP File No SE79-215. The proposed project consists of the approval of an existing seasonal floating pier and brush cutting in the buffer zone to maintain two view channels and remove invasive plants. The DEP file letter requires that a copy of the application be sent to the Division of Marine Fisheries and DEP/Waterways for review and to determine ifaG.L. Chapter 91 license is required. This the responsibility of the applicant and are not requirements for the Commissions review of this application.
The pier will be built in three sections, two 3'xl2ft pieces and one 5'xl6' piece. Other than internal framing, pressure treated lumber shall not be used. The pier shall be removed from the water from November 15th - April 15th. The pier shall be stored out of the buffer zone when it is removed from the water. The pier will be anchored by hand driven pipe or non - pressure treated wood posts.
Whit submitted pictures of the two (2) view channels he would like approved. The view channels are for the benefit of his neighbors. The channels are about six (6) feet wide and he would like to prune the bayben-y bushes to a height of tree (3) ft to maintain the view. He would like permission to flush cut invasive plants such as multi-flora rose, autumn olive, wild cherry and sumac. The pruning will be done with non-powered hand tools. No mowing or other cutting in the buffer zone between the access road and the pond shall be done without further permission of the Commission. The hearing was closed. A motion to approve the project as presented was made, seconded and unanimously approved.

Continuation of the hearing on Notice of Intent filed by Vineyard Land Surveying on behalf of Alan and Margaret Temple for property located at 1 Factory Brook Road Map 32 Lot 108. The proposed project consists of the removal of a portion of the existing dwelling and deck; removing the existing concrete piers; excavating and backfilling for the installation of a poured concrete foundation for the purpose of constructing a 384 sq. ft. addition to the existing dwelling and to landscape around the proposed addition. The addition will be on the same footprint as the portion that is being removed. The proposed work is located within the Buffer Zone of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland. At the initial public hearing it was decided that the applicant should submit a landscape plan and determine how drainage issues would be handled. JeffThors submitted a proposed landscaping plan that the Commission accepted. The special conditions will prohibit the extension of the lawn beyond what already exists and the use the chemical fertilizers. The house will be guttered as necessary and two drywells will be installed. The public hearing was closed. A motion was made to approve the project as submitted and as shown on the plans. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Continuation of Hearing on a Notice of Intent for Map 6 Lots 2 & 2.1 filed by Vineyard Land Surveying on behalf of Patricia White for land owned by Ms. White at 143 and 145 Obed Daggett Road. The applicant's representative sent a letter to the Commission dated January 20, 2003 withdrawing the Notice of Intent. There is a Conservation Restriction held by Sheriffs Meadow Foundation dated December 12, 1991 on a 3.5-acre section of this property that prohibits any building in the location of the planned driveway and tennis court.

Old Business
James Pond - The Commission reviewed a proposed Course of Study for James Pond prepared by Bill Wilcox. A motion was made to endorse this proposal. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved. Judy will inform Bill of the Commissions support of this project.

New Business
On an inquiry from a town resident the Commission will conduct a site visit on February 6th at the Land Banks Priester's Pond project. There is a concern about the boardwalk for the new trail.
