MINUTES OF MEETING

September 28, 2004

Present: Prudy Burt Chair, Judy Crawford, Richard Cohen, Ebba Heirta, Tara Whiting, Peter Rodegast, Oceana Rames, and Maria McFarland

Absent: Patrick Phear 

Prudy Burt called the meeting to order at 5:04 P.M.

Richard Cohen announced that he was stepping down from the Commission after 25 years of service. Judy and Prudy both express their gratitude to Richard for his years on the board as they learned a lot from him. The members presented Richard with a West Tisbury Town seal lapel pin.

The minutes of the September 14, 2004 meeting were approved as corrected.

Map 8 Lot 2.1 – Continuation of a public hearing under the Wetlands Protection Act and the West Tisbury Wetlands Protection Bylaw to consider an after-the-fact Notice of Intent filed by Andrew and Batsheva Salzman owners of property located at 8 Solviva Road.  The applicant is requesting a retroactive Order of Conditions for the prior, unauthorized alteration of a wetland area and buffer zone. The applicant proposes to re-grade, and plant sedge grass and other indigenous wetland plants.

The DEP file number was received. Discussion centered on special conditions for this project. The hearing was closed. It was motioned to issue an Order of Condition with the following special conditions:

· The applicant will adhere to the terms of his letter dated August 15, 2004.

· A certified wetlands consultant shall delineate the wetlands and limit of the buffer zone during the spring between April 15 and May 15 2005 so as to be able to prepare a vegetation inventory. The wetland shall be flagged in the field and overlaid on the original plan so that the Commission can determine the extent of the change in the configuration of the original wetland area. The plan shall be submitted to the Commission.

· The Commission will conduct a site visit after the submission of the plan for review prior to any new work being conducted at this site.

· Based on the results of this work, the Commission reserves the right to impose any new conditions it deems necessary to protect the wetland.

· The applicant will submit a detailed landscaping plan.

The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. Judy abstained.

Map 3 Lot 85.5 –Continuation of a public meeting under the Wetlands Protection Act and the West Tisbury Wetlands Protection Bylaw to consider a Request for Determination of Applicability filed by the West Tisbury Fire Department for property located at 31 Blackwater Hollow Road. The project consists of maintainence dredging to remove sediment from a fire pond. Chief Estrella called to request a continuance until September 28th. He needs to speak to the property owners to see if they will share in the cost of doing this work, and he is waiting for a plan from Kent Healy. A motion to continue the public hearing to October 12thth at 5:10 PM was seconded and unanimously approved.

Map 7 Lot 127 – Continuation of a public hearing under the Wetlands Protection Act and the West Tisbury Wetlands Protection Bylaw to consider a Notice of Intent filed by Schofield, Barbini & Hoehn on behalf of Jill Hansen for property at 112 Longview Road owned by CCH Family Limited Partnership. The proposed project consists of the construction of a single-family dwelling, garage, parking area, 
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grading and associated site work within the buffer zone of a bordering vegetated wetland. The DEP file number was received on September 22, 2004; they had no comments on the project. It was moved and seconded to approve the project as presented and as set fort in the Notice of Intent. All in favor.   The special conditions were reviewed and approved.

New Business

Map 6 Lot 13 – Peter asked the Board to look at a plan in order to determine if a Notice of Intent would be required for the proposed work. It was decided that a Request for Determination of Applicability would be sufficient.

Administrative

A discussion of whether Richard Cohen could continue as the Commission’s appointment to the Land Bank Advisory Board was tabled until the next meeting.

A motion was made, seconded and passed to recommend to the Selectmen that Ebba Hierta be appointed as a full member of the Commission to fulfill Richard’s term.  This will give the Commission two open Associate Member positions. Maria was instructed to advertise that we have two vacancies. 

There being no new business the meeting adjourned at 6: 10 PM.
