MINUTES OF MEETING

October 12, 2004

Prudy Burt called the meeting to order at 5:00 P.M.

The minutes of the September 28, 2004 meeting were approved.

Map 3 Lot 85.5 –Continuation of a public meeting under the Wetlands Protection Act and the West Tisbury Wetlands Protection Bylaw to consider a Request for Determination of Applicability filed by the West Tisbury Fire Department for property located at 31 Blackwater Hollow Road. The project consists of maintainence dredging to remove sediment from a fire pond.  Kent Healy is preparing a plan but is away at the moment.  A motion to continue the public hearing to November 9thth at 5:10 PM was made, seconded and unanimously approved.

New Business

Map 3 Lot 61. The Board reviewed a plan submitted by Frank Daly showing a new location for a septic system for this lot. All agreed that the project is outside the Commission’s jurisdiction. Maria will notify Mr. Daly that the Commission concurs.

Massachusetts Estuaries Project

Maria will schedule Bill Wilcox to come update the Commission on this project. 

Administrative

Collaboration with Oak Bluffs on Regulations: The Commission discussed the feasibility of working with the Oak Bluffs Conservation Commission on regulations and sharing the cost of a consultant to assist in this work. No decision was made. Maria will talk further with the Oak Bluffs assistant.

Land Bank Advisory Board:  Richard Cohen is the Commission’s appointee to the Advisory Board. He has resigned from the Commission but has asked to stay on the Advisory Board.  Before other Board members can decide if they would like to be appointed, they would like more details about what is involved. Maria was instructed to find out what the time commitment is for this board, is there a term limit, and what has Richard’s attendance record been? Peter said that for the time being Richard could be asked to stay on the board. Maria will ask Richard to give the commission a report on outstanding Land Bank issues related to West Tisbury. A motion was made to have Richard Cohen continue in the position of the Commissions appointee to the Advisory Board for the next six months. Motion carried unanimously. 
There will not be a meeting on October 26, 2004 as there will be special town meeting that evening. The regulations subcommittee will meet on the 26th at 4 PM at the Howes House.
