NEW BUSINESS
Glenn Provost for Andreson, (M8, L27) Form A: Glenn presented a Form A plan to divide a 15-acre wood lot into 4 lots, including one lot designated for affordable/year-round housing. He said that this division qualifies as a Form A because the existing road system is adequate to service the lots being created. Although Lot 4 has 52 feet of frontage on State Road, a note on the plan states that there will be no additional accesses to State Road, as Lot 4 will be accessed by existing ways only. Glenn explained that this division was being created for family estate planning purposes.

Susan asked whether the overgrown portion of Shubael Weeks Road would be left open;

she said she would like to see a dormant trail easement over it. Murray agreed. Glenn said he would bring that question back to the applicant.

David said there was no question that there was adequate frontage. He made a motion to approve the Form A as presented. Following a brief discussion, David amended his motion to make a decision on this application at the next meeting. All in favor.

Tisbury Planning Board re. Hiring Consultants: Members of the Tisbury Planning Board were present to ask Board members about the process they went through to hold the visioning weekend, write an RFP, interview and hire a consultant. Tisbury has never had a Master Plan and is beginning the process of advertising for a planning consultant.
