WEST TISBURY PLANNING BOARD MINUTES 12 APRIL, 2005

Susan Silva declared a quorum present and opened the meeting at 7:30 pm.

JOHN ABRAMS:  Map 8 Lots #3A and #3B – Form A application by South Mountain Company, Shirley Wilcox & Charlrich Partnership for property on Shubael Weeks/Merry Farm Road.  It was explained to the public that after the previous Board meeting in which the Form A application was presented, the Board sought legal counsel from Richard McCarron because of several issues raised by the application.   Susan Silva read the letter that Mr. McCarron sent for the benefit of the public in attendance;  John Abrams had been provided with a copy earlier in the day.  
John stated that it is clear that there can only be one homesite lot (the Form A application had proposed two) but he does not wish to pursue a Form C subdivision because of the time and expense involved.

He stated that he believes that he has two options:  The first would turn one 3A lot over to the Town/AHC, with the second lot being sold on the open market.  The second option would be to do a Form A lot line change then a Form C creating a small lot to be designated as a homesite lot, and a large lot of 4.5 A.

Leah asked if it is true that the AHC/Town does not hold title.  Mark replied that the method varies according to the proposal;  there is not one set way to transfer or handle property designated for affordable housing.

Eileen asked if we should vote on the Form A.

John offered to withdraw the current Form A plan and to have Glenn draw a new plan which will reconfigure the lot lines of the lot owned by Charlrich Partnership.  

Susan Safford asked if the transfer of the 3A lot is to satisfy the affordable housing condition on the McBride subdivision?   John responded in the affirmative.  He stated that he has an agreement with the McBrides to sell them a lot to be used for affordable housing and that the purchase price depends upon the amount of land sold (ranging from $262,500 to $362,500)

The Board members considered the Form A application of 28 March, 2005 , and M/S/voted unanimously to refuse to endorse the Form A.  They directed Ginny to draft a letter to the Town Clerk notifying her of the vote.

John reiterated that he does not wish to do a Form C because of the time and expense involved, unless the Board is willing to handle the process with alacrity and waive most of the usual requirements.  He was encouraged to submit a Form C application.  It was determined that the process could take between 5 and 6 weeks, and that he will have to provide BOH approval, as well as confirmation that the properties have been bounded, that there is electrical power to each lot, that there are well and septic plans, and the usual Form C application forms and fees.  The Board waived a topo, EIS, and other requirements.   Still to be determined is whether a payment to the fire fighting/water source fund will be required.  Ginny was directed to ask Manny Estrella, Fire Chief.

The Board directed Ginny to submit advertisements for a public hearing to the newspaper as soon as the Form C application is received.  

Bob Schwier commented that he has a better feeling about doing the project this way, as a subdivision.

ROBIN HYDE:  Appeared to discuss possible division of his property (5A) at M 8 L 8) of Shadbush Lane and Robert’s Way.  He plans to purchase an additional piece of property from an abutter (Anna Edey) so that he will have 6+ A.  He was advised that it is possible, that he will have to make sure that there is 100,000 square feet of property which is not under water or wetlands, nor part of a private way in each lot.

Ginny updated the board about several potential projects including Walter Rutkiewicz (law suit and MVC referral), Moira Fitzgerald (multi family proposal for Brent Taylor’s house), Bruce McNelly (site plan review – wooded or open terrain, Makonikey – Ross Residence), Mike Diaz (meeting with the MVC for Nip n’ Tuck Farm has been postponed), Flexner residence (over 3000 square foot residence on Tisbury Great Pond), and the Stabile appeal of the Building/Zoning Inspector’s decision re lapsed building permit in Deep Bottom Pond subdivision at 229 Pond Road:  

The Board considered the Stabile appeal and voted to support the Building/Zoning Inspector’s enforcement of the regulations and State Law.  In addition the Board recommended that a fee and fine structure be instituted to make sure that any infractions are appropriately penalized.

The Board considered fees for the Moira Fitzgerald project and determined that it will be $100 per unit (Ms. Fitzgerald may propose 5 units of multi family housing on the property at M 32 L 67) which is 1073 State Road).

The minutes of the 28 March, 2005 meeting were M/S/V as approved with a minor revision and signed by Susan Silva
