CORRESPONDENCE OUT:  Letter to ZBA concerning Stabile

 

Murray called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.

 

S/M/V to approve minutes as written and Murray signed.

 

Ginny explained the current Rutkiewicz situation (so far as she understands it) – David will check to see if he can attend.

 

SIBLEY, LINDA & DON:  Map 8 L 10.2 – Linda explained the proposal which is that they hope to create a 1.1 A homesite lot for Simon & Robin Bollin (Simon is a long term employee of Radio Shack).  She was advised that it must be done as a Form C, and will need a Form C road.  David advised that they can move the driveway w/o PB permission but must be adequate for intended use.  It was noted that the new road/driveway will actually improve access to L 10.1 as well.   The Sibleys were directed to get a surveyor and figure out underground utilities, bounds, where to place road, etc.

 

FLANDERS, MARTHA [thurlow]:  M 21 L 13.1 – second parcel.  Martha was accompanied by Jim Feiner.  We noted that the parcel under discussion was part of a previously divided parcel of land and has only recently been recorded at the Registry so the current Lot number is unknown.

 

Jim stated that he and Martha have been talking about the possible sale of this parcel.  Martha stated that she has an offer for the full asking price but prefers to have the land used for island people, particularly as it is surrounded by parcels that will be inherited by her sons.   Jim explained a scenario in which the parcel would be owned by a group of affordable housing eligible people (3 families/3 units) with 3 discreet houses.  This would be done under the multi-family section 4.4-3B and the property would have a group well and group septic system.   Martha stated that she is trying to start a dialogue to see if this concept is favorable to the PB or should she pursue the alternative.  Jim discussed the possibility of having 2 affordable housing eligible families, and the third unit be owned by a long term resident who might not qualify because she has assets.  He was advised that according to 4.4-3B 75% of the units or recipients must be affordable housing eligible.  All agreed that it is difficult to do this when there are only 3 units.

 

Mark directed Jim to present a rough sketch with some ideas of what they plan to do.  Eileen stated that the PB strongly supports affordable housing, and this is a good location as it is near the school, near the business district, close to walking trails, etc.  Eileen suggested that Martha discuss the concept with her neighbors.  They were directed to talk to the BOH and sketch out a conceptual plan.  The Board will meet with them in a month.

 

Martha inquired about utilities and how to get them to the property…she was told that they need to be underground and beside the traveled way.  She will have to research this with abutters.

 

FLEXNER RESIDENCE/Michael Barclay  M 40 L1.2 – The Board scheduled a site visit for 1215 pm on the 26th.   Susan suggested non reflective glass in the windows.  Plan has been to the ZBA and ConCon.

 

SOMOCO/Glenn Provost agent:  M 8 L 27, 27.3, 28.1

 

Glenn submitted a Form A application for SOMOCO for lot line changes, accompanied a copy for the Town Clerk (submitted to her on the 26th by VCJ).  This application and current plan only allows slivers of land to be exchanged between lots – does not create any new lots.  Glenn asked about the filing fee.  Board agreed to $100.00;  he asked about previous Form A (denied) and was told that the Town should keep the $400.00 fee as there was legal and staff work involved.  It was M/V/S to endorse the Form A and sign.  Murray signed.

 

FERRY, JAMES:  M 16 L 71

 

Jamie presented the Board with sketches of the property (which he purchased a month ago, and took possession of today) showing the location of the current residence, and the location of his proposed indoor tennis court, plus a Kent healy engineered plan for a new septic system (old one was failed).   All junk has been removed from the premises.  Jamie plans to build an indoor tennis court which will be primarily for private use, and will also be used as a gymnasium for Charter School students.  A legal tennis court is 60’ x 120’ and with an attached portion for office, viewing area and changing rooms/lobby the facility will total 8000 square feet.  This far exceeds the total square footage allowed in the MB district.  Some time was spent discussing how his proposal had evolved and that although he had been directed to approach the ZBA and the Z&BI he had not until recently.   He agreed that he would have to be referred to the MVC for review.   The illegal basement apartment in the residence has been reviewed with the Z & BI and will be brought into compliance under the Amnesty program.  He has permission from the BOH.   He stated that he planned to create a new driveway so that his northerly neighbor is not impacted, and he stated that he does NOT want the kids to walk there, that they should be bussed (safer).  The Board indicated that the kids have sidewalks, etc. and walking should be considered.   

 

Jamie stated that he had read the ZBL and thought that the problem of size could be resolved through 9.2-2C (large structures) although the ZBA administrator had previously told Ginny that this is not the purpose of that section, which Eric Whitman confirmed is the current position.

 

Murray asked if we like the idea of the tennis facility?  Susan responded that this will be a challenging proposition.  Eric stated that it’s not clear that 9.9-2C will resolve the situation, and he also feels that it’s a 50/50 proposition at the MVC.  The Board did agree that legal opinion should be sought to clarify 9.9-2C.

 

OTHER BUSINESS:  Ginny updated the Board members about the tentative proposals for the Brent Taylor property, the current status of Crow Hollow, and other matters.  We need to schedule a site visit for the ROSS property in Makonikey (Bruce McNelly architect) for an review of a sizeable addition to an already over 3000 square foot house in the Coastal District – is it wooded or open, and what can the height of the property be?).  Ginny advised the Board that although we are selling the ZBL for $10.00 plus $3.50 for P & P that Tisbury Printers charges $9.00 to print it.  Board decided to charge $15.00 per copy.
