OLD BUSINESS

Sibley Subdivision, Utility Easement:  Simone reported that Electrical Inspector Tom Colligan had visited the Sibley property and found that the electricity reached the Sibley’s lot at the back, not at the front where the driveway to Simon Bollin’s house will be.  Thus, it makes more sense to have the utilities cross the Sibley property via a utility easement, not under Simon’s right-of-way.  David said it made no sense to bring the power twice as far, just so it could run under the right-of-way.  He said the easement could be drawn at a later date.  Eileen made a motion that allowing the utilities to reach the Bollin Homesite Lot via a utility easement over the Sibley property was not a substantive change to the approved subdivision, and would not affect any abutters.  Mark seconded the motion.  All in favor.

Doug Hoehn for Sibley, Form C:  Doug said that the appeals period for the Sibley subdivision had passed, and had the linen ready for Board signature.  Mark made a motion to sign the plan; all in favor.

Doug Hoehn for Marjorie Yoars, Map 39, Lot 2.1, Discussion re. Form A:  Doug explained that this Middle Point property is adjacent to Allen Moore’s property, which is being divided by Form A (Marjorie Yoars is Allen Moore’s sister).  Both properties were part of a DRI in the early 1970s, because at the time the MVC was creating overlay districts, so any divisions that fell within the proposed overlay districts were automatically DRI’s.  Thus, Allen Moore’s Form A application was referred to the MVC, because “once a DRI, always a DRI.”

Allen Moore’s Form A is a 3-lot division, with 2 buildable lots and 1 unbuildable lot.  Marjorie Yoars would like to do a similar division, and impose all the conditions on the division that the MVC imposed, including giving up a buildable lot.  The Board would still need to refer the division, but if it so chose, could write a letter to the MVC stating that all the conditions were being voluntarily met; then, the MVC might choose not to go through the entire review process.
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Mark asked whether the newly created lots would be sold.  Doug said he believed this was for a family subdivision.  Mark said that the applicant is offering safeguards voluntarily, similar to abutting property, so couldn’t see why he would have any objection to a Form A application versus a Form C.  It was discussed that another division in the area from the 1980s was a Form C; this was probably because the road was in bad shape, and the Board did not deem it adequate for a Form A.  Eileen said that the road is currently in good condition.

Jim Hart, Mixed Use Building in the MB District:  Jim Hart visited the office to ask whether the Site Plan approval he received from the Planning Board several years back is still valid, even though the project has been somewhat dormant.  It was noted that the foundation is in.  David said that if the building plans have not changed, then it shouldn’t matter from the Site Plan review perspective that the project has been dormant.  Mark said that if the building inspector says a valid building permit is in progress, then he didn’t see any problem.

Zoning Bylaw Amendments:  The Board approved the final version of the zoning bylaw amendments and directed Simone to advertise the public hearing.

NEW BUSINESS

Committee Reports:  Eileen reported on the Capital Improvements Committee and the Historic District Committee.
