Minutes of the January 23, 2006 meeting were approved as written.

Electrical Inspector, Deep Bottom Utilities Sign-Off

NEW BUSINESS

Jim Hart, Change of Use, M16 L82, 56 Indian Hill Road:  Murray read a letter from Jim Hart asking to change the approved use on his lot from office to retail.  He is considering opening a “country-type hardware store.”  He said that the total building size, shape and location for the project will not change.

Retail use in the MB district requires Site Plan Review by the Planning Board.  Board members unanimously agreed that once Jim Hart has a more specific use in mind, he should submit all the details to the Planning Board, and the Board will hold a public hearing so that the entire neighborhood is aware of what is being proposed.  Susan said she supports commercial uses in the MB District, but needs to see more specifics.  Board members directed Simone to ask the Building Inspector whether the building permit for the site was still valid; currently, there is only a foundation at the site.

Release of Deep Bottom Affordable Lots:  Simone reported that with the creation of the road maintenance agreement, and the Electrical Inspector’s recent sign-off re. utilities, all the Conditions of Approval have been met.  Susan made a motion to release the lots; all in favor.

Release of Escrow Account, Manny Estrella IV’s Homesite Lot:  Simone reported that the Electrical Inspector had approved the installation of utilities to the Homesite Lot awarded to the Manny Estrella IV family via lottery.  An escrow account had been set up by the developer to cover the cost of this installation, per Condition of Approval.  Susan made a motion to return the escrow account money to South Mountain Company; all in favor.

Community Preservation Committee:  Eileen reported on the Community Preservation Committee.  She said the Town would collect about $250,000 the first year from taxpayers, with a matching grant from the State.  She asked other Board members to think about projects they would like to see accomplished.

Vineyard Meadow Farms Road Cut:  Mark said that his road association had hired engineers to survey and mark the approved subdivision road accessing Edgartown/West Tisbury Road, which had never been cut (residents currently use Waldron’s Bottom 
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Road).  Once the survey is done, the association can apply to the State for a highway permit.  The association would like to create a mailbox area, waiting area for the school bus, and turnaround on common property adjacent to Edgartown/West Tisbury Road, within the Major Roads Zone.  Board members reviewed the purpose and regulations of the Major Roads Zone, which only regulates the height of structures within the Zone.  Susan said that the proposal improves safety in the area, and meets aesthetics criteria.  Mark said that the association would provide screening between the turnaround and the State highway.  Members agreed that the road surface could be paved.  Mark said that no changes were proposed for Waldron’s Bottom Road.

Chairmanship:  Murray said that he had been Chairman for a while, and wondered whether any other member would like to take over.  Board members were in agreement that Murray is doing a fine job as Chairman, and should only vacate the position if he is ready to do so.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
