MINUTES WEST TISBURY PLANNING BOARD SPECIAL MEETING   14 March, 2005

EMMA KILEY – 505 State Road.

Murray Frank, Chairman, opened the Special Meeting at 1200 and stated that the meeting is being held to consider the proposal of Emma Kiley to open a Bead Shop (to be known as Emma’s) at 505 State Road, West Tisbury in the Mixed Business District.   M  16 Lot 70.   Any craft shop or retail proposal requires PB Site Review in the MB District.

Ms. Kiley stated that she plans to sell beads, imports, perhaps local artwork and perhaps clothing.   

She was given the Site Plan Review Criteria to read (pp 65 – 67) and that she should read the Sign By-Law.   She was cautioned that she might need handicap access, and that she should consult with the Zoning Inspector.   She was told to come in and talk to Simone on the 15th or 16th to process the paperwork.   

Leah asked about the conditions for handicapped access and if this building requires two doors – does this apply to a grandfathered use where there is no change to the building. [This was answered by Ernie who arrived after Emma had left:   this building is grandfathered and there will be no structural changes, thus no handicapped access and does not need two doors.   If needed handicapped access, door must e 36”]

Emma stated that the parking and access are adequate.

Susan moved, Mark seconded and the Board voted to approve her proposal.

NEVILLE RESIDENCE:  Map 30, Lot 12.2

Ginny showed the Board the small plan for the Neville Residence off of Red Pony Road.   The house has been built not as per the plans and is 33 feet high.   The owner has also finished off two rooms in the attic which are not shown on the plan and which brings the square footage to in excess of 3000 square feet.   [Ernie came in during the Board discussion]  Ernie informed the Board that he will require that the height be brought into compliance but the square footage will still exceed 3000 square feet.  

Mark commented that proper plans should be submitted, and that the scale should be clearly noted, further the scale on the plans submitted do not seem accurate.   Ernie concurred with this and advised the Board that the pitch of the roof was changed during construction.   He found the discrepancy in the height and the additional rooms during an inspection.   

The Board discussed the fact that the building height will be lowered but the square footage will still trigger a possible Site Review, however the lot is open, flat and not in a sensitive area.   They agreed that other than requiring screening and low glare glass, and the usual conditions about outdoor lighting that the Board has no conditions to add.

FUTURE BUSINESS:

The Board would like to further discuss the affordable housing requirement for 75% of lots as this should apply to 4 lots or more in order to make sense.

The Board would like to clarify the issues about natural grade vs finished grade as the level from which the height is measured.

The Board would reminded Ernie that Screening should be required at Peter Cramer’s project on Edgartown Road where the size of the garage now exceeds the allowed size due to incremental permits from the ZBA.   The Board requested that Cramer provide screening BEFORE his COO is issued.   

The Board wants to revisit the issues of enforcing conditions required by the PB with the ZBA in the near future.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:40 p.m.
