HEARINGS

An application filed by Island Pools and Spas Inc. on behalf of owner Susan Tufo for a Special Permit to construct an 800 sq ft swimming pool.  According to the Use Table, Section 3.1-1 of the West Tisbury Zoning Bylaws, the installation of a swimming pool requires a Special Permit from the Zoning Board. The location is Map 30, Lot 2.26; 19 South Pond Rd.; RU District.  Correspondence:  Abutter George Bushnell, in favor;

 

Justine Cihanowycz of Island pools and Spas presented the Tufo's application.  She described that the required fence would meet State Code and would be 3-rail, split rail with PVC coated mesh.  There is no pool house planned.  The only lighting will be underwater lights.  Justine commented that there is a heavily wooded green belt between her client's lot and the abutters to the east, the Smiths.  The Smiths had shown concern about a previous pool application of a different abutter.  Julie reported they had come to the ZBA office to look at the plans, but had not objected at the time or written to the Board.

 

The hearing was closed.  The Board voted 4-0 to approve the Special Permit on the grounds that the application met the Review Criteria of Section 9.2-2 of the West Tisbury Zoning Bylaws.
