The Meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. John Alley introduced Jean Brennan, Temporary Executive Secretary

John Alley announced Kate Warner would accept reappointment to MV Commission. John Early made a Motion and Glenn Hearn seconded it.

John Alley and Glenn Hearn made corrections to Minutes of last meeting. The amendments were approved.. The minutes were approved as amended.

Victoria Phillips representing the Bye Ways Committee. Andrew Woodruff, member of The Bye Ways Committee also attended. Victoria questioned the meaning of abandonment. regarding Stephen's Cross Path.

John Alley stated that an earlier call from Ron Rappaport suggests he needs more information and more time. John stated that Eric Peters met with Ron Rappaport last week at Stephen's Cross Path.

We have yet to receive a letter from Ron Rappaport with his opinion as to the status. He requested another week to render an opinion on the way. He at first mentioned the word Abandonment in a telephone conversation last week. The Planning Board was surpried about the abandonment. Motion accepted to take under advisement.

Glenn Hearn also expressed concern for Stephen's Cross path regarding the issue of abandonment. Glenn seemed to think the issue might be "Has the town abandoned the old right of way."? Motion made and voted to take matter under advisement.

Andrew Woodruff asked about status of Patti Linn's driveway and John Alley stated That it has already been resolved by the Board of Appeals,

The Town Website is nearly ready- It will go on-line within the next few days. Both Alley and Hearn said it is very User friendly. John Alley stated it will be a welcome addition to Town Government.
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New Business:

John Alley stated that a. new Executive Secretary should be voted on by the middle

of January. The Finance Committee had approved a transfer of money to pay a temporary

employee.

John Early questioned the Airport Master Plan. He asked the Board about taking a position on the proposal to defer the Airport's master plan.

Glenn Hearn doesn't feel comfortable taking a position at this time.

John Alley expressed his concerns about the apparent lack of community inclusiveness in the plan that is now on the table.

The board did not take a position for or against the plan.

Jonathan Revere asked if FAA approved the Master Plan. He also asked if the plan needs approval from the MV Commission.

John Alley answered "No, but individual projects will come under MVC perview as they have in the past."

The planning board requested that the Selectmen appoint Mark Yale as a new Associate Member. Motion was made and voted to appoint him to the Board.

John Alley stated the Martha's Vineyard Commission Agenda is posted on the Bulletin Board. The Regional High School Budget is in packet-Revision of Sunday licenses. We will forward a letter to Police Chief Beth Toomey. A Thank You letter from Kate Warner for allowing her to make presentation last week.

Glenn Hearn recommends grade school for solar system. He feels the library would not get enough public exposure. The grade school already has a weather station.

John Early also feels the school is the best choice, however do not forget our town hall.. Library would be a good option. John Alley likes the school idea since there's lots of traffic.
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John Alley would appreciate a list of buildings for consideration from Kate Warner.

Human Resources Division - Regarding a comprehensive review of policies and procedures, a public hearing will be held on January 17, 2003, H.R. Division Boston for Civil Service Process.

MV Sail Program - Regarding purchase of motor boat and outboard motor. We asked for a nominal fee and they sent us a check for $250.00.

Dan Cabbot discussed Executive Secretary search. He questioned the Accounting experience required. John Alley will discuss this further on January 8,2003, the next Selectmen's meeting.
