MINUTES

WEST TISBURY BOARD OF SELECTMEN'S MEETING AUGUST 14, 2002 - 4:30PM

The meeting was called to order at 4:34 p.m.

HOT MIX BID: One bid was received from White Lynch. It was moved and seconded to accept the bid of Class I, Type 1-1, Bituminous Concrete-Pavement in Place-Paver Rate at $65.20 per ton; and Picked up at the Oak Bluffs Plant at $55.05 per ton for FY 03 from White-Lynch. Motion carried. (John Early arrived)

DEEP BOTTOM ROAD EASEMENT: Dan Culkin from the Affordable Housing Committee explained that the Planning Board had approved the concept of the 14acre subdivision owned by the Town for Affordable Housing at Deep Bottom. It is the first Affordable Housing subdivision done under Article 5 (Open Space) of the zoning by-law. There will be two lots of approximately 1 acre each and one lot of approximately 2.5 acres near the northerly end of the subdivision and the rest of the subdivision (ten acres) is open space in conservation. Each of the Affordable lots will require an easement from the Town of West Tisbury for access off of the Deep Bottom Road. The disposition of the lots will be done under the procurement law 3 OB. The Selectmen will have to declare the property as surplus; an easement will require a Town Meeting vote; an appraisal will have to be done; Department of Community and Housing Development will have to approve the scheme. The Town will incur no responsibility for the Deep Bottom Road.

It was moved and seconded to approve the concept of the Town granting access to each

of the three affordable house lots from the Deep Bottom Road. Motion carried.         . .,1 ^Li-^

r                              pronerty ^\i/v\v" It was moved and seconded to declare the three lots at Deep Bottom as surplus Tor    ! •

affordable housing.

MINUTES: It was moved and seconded to approve the August 7, 2002 minutes. Motion carried.

BUS COMMITTEE: John Alley prepared the following charge for the Bus Committee: To minimize the bus impact at the Town Hall; buses should utilize the Hub at Cronig's to a greater degree (more buses stop at the Town Hall (4) than at the Hub (3); Town Hall has difficulty holding two buses at one time; preliminary report due September 30th; final report due October 30th. Mr. Alley chose September 30th because the summer season bus schedule changes on the 19th of September.

John Early suggested that if the Selectmen adopt the proposed "charges", they would be directing the Committee to recommend that the VTA use the HUB at Cronig's more.
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John Alley said that a HUB is where most buses go.

Glenn Hearn suggested that the Committee should observe the traffic and number of people

waiting, keep records, and take pictures.

John Ealry said that the Committee should make its own observations. The objective is to try to

achieve an efficient neighbor friendly transit system for both ends of the Town. He said that

there might be issues at Cronig's too. He said that rather than to say that their charge is to

minimize the bus impact at the Town Hall, they should be asked to observe and make

recommendations for a smoother operating transit system, as the Committee does not have the

where-with-all to effect any changes.

Jonathan Revere suggested that the Committee be asked to establish a set of maximum and

minimum standards. What is too many buses in one location at any one time and what is too few

buses, in that a sight is being under utilized, and taking that as a framework they could come up

with some recommendations.

Danny Prowten said that the Committee should consider the efficacy in scheduling and where

the buses stop on the overall schedule of the VTA.

John Alley said that the Committee would be given a copy of the VTA map and schedule.

Dan Prowten suggested that the "charge" might say consider the impact on the VTA schedule

and function.

The Selectmen agreed that the September 30th and October 30th dates for the preliminary and final report were ok.

John Alley will include the various suggestions in the "charge" and will fax it to the Selectmen for their consideration.

PROCLAMATION UN DAY: The Selectmen signed the Proclamation declaring October 24th UN Day.

MVRD&RRD MEETING: The Boards of Selectmen and Boards of Health from the four District Towns met last week and agreed that an audit needed to be done on the District's finances. There were three proposals from reputable Auditors: Powers & Sullivan; Robert Brown; and 0,Brien. John Alley had suggested setting a time for the audit to be completed. The West Tisbury Board of Health approved of the proposed "Agreement in Principle". 1. An agreement in principal to fund a special audit of the MVRD to be completed before Annual Town Meetings. 2. An agreement in principle to put before the current Fall Town Meetings an authorization for MVRD funds sufficient to meet the District's needs for payback of diverted Operational funds in an amount:

A. Sufficient to meet the District's needs for payback of diverted Operational Funds. B. Sufficient to meet the District's estimated needs for payment of the District's share of capping related costs for Chilmark and Edgartown landfills, up to the point of receipt of funds from the next ATM.

C. Sufficient to meet the District's estimated needs for C&D handling, up to the point of receipt of funds from the next ATM.

3. It is understood that the District will request additional funds at the next ATM, after the special audit has been completed and corrective actions have been taken. The Selectmen agreed that without the benefit of an audit, the Town's would not approve the funding.

It was moved and seconded to accept the "Agreement in Principal". Motion carried.
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APPOINTMENT: It was moved and seconded to appoint Antonia Cohen, Alternate to the ZBA. Motion carried.

RESIGNATION: It was moved and seconded to accept Susan Arnold's resignation from the Historic District Commission with regret. Motion carried.

MEDIATOR: Paddy Moore will not have her report completed until next week.

HUMPHREYS Jonathan Revere asked if there were any news on the Bakery.

John Alley said that he had seen the police ticketing the day after the Selectmen's meeting last

week. The situation was not so good the following day, but today it was not so bad. He said that

he hoped that the Chief would have someone from Humphreys' sit out there next year and direct

cars to where they should park, not in the road, but along the side of the road. North Road is

where it gets congested.. ...people can't see to come out of North Road and sometimes going into

North Road.

Jonathan Revere said that it is not going to stop in two weeks.. ..the business is so well

established it goes on well into the fall.

John Alley said that weekends will be busy and that a system is needed for next year.

Jonathan Revere said that it was almost impossible to see when he drives out of North Road

and he asked what happed to the idea of requiring the proprietors to hire a detail.

John Alley said that he had mentioned that to the Chief last week and she had also suggested

having someone from Humphreys directing traffic. Mr. Alley said that Humphreys should open

up more parking in the back next year.                                    p

Jonathan Revere asked if the layout is on State Road.

John Alley responded that it was State property.

Jonathan Revere asked if the State had ticketing responsibility or if all ticketing is the

responsibility of the Town.

John Alley said that the State would ticket if a car were left on the State Highway layout for 48

hours.

Jonathan Revere asked if the State had any interest in the ongoing traffic hazard.
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John Alley said that he thought it is a violation in the rules and regulations of the State Highway

in allowing diagonal parking and backing out onto the road. He said that he thought the Chief

had mentioned that at a Selectmen's meeting.

Jonathan Revere questioned if the State Police could be asked to ticket.

John Alley said that the Chief could ask the State Police to ticket.

Dan Prowten said that he goes by the Bakery frequently and it has been his observation that it is

the driving that is the problem.. .especially this month. He said that the people seem to lose their

sense of how to drive and he thought it was ridiculous for someone from Humphrey's to direct

traffic there, given the temperament of the people in August. He also said that he had not seen

people parking illegally.

John Alley said that that was the suggestion of the Chief. He said that it was his observation that

if the cars parked to the east of the white line, then people can see.. ..he said that people park

between the No Parking signs.

Danny Prowten said that he had seen problems when people were waiting to pull in or out of a

parking space rather than illegally parking. He said that it was more of an inconvenience.

John Early said that the diagonal parking was disturbing as the cars stick out into the traffic and

cars are going through at 35 miles an hour. He was concerned that someone would step out and

get hit.

John Alley said that he would talk with Chief Toomey.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: It was moved and seconded to go into executive session to discuss the case of William Thomas vs the Town and to not reconvene in open session. Early, yes;

Heam, yes; Alley, yes.
