WEST TISBURY BOARD OF SELECTMEN'S MEETING AUGUST 7, 2002 - 4:00 P.M.

The meeting was called to order at 4:03 p.m.

TAXI COMPLAINTS: Chief Toomey reported that she has had complaints about the two taxi companies in West Tisbury:

Bluefish Taxi: Chief Toomey sent a letter to Gary Davidson, reminding him that he was allowed to keep his dented van in service over the July 4th weekend with the understanding that it would be repaired shortly thereafter; the van has not been repaired. Mr. Davidson was given until August 15th to have it repaired.

Mario's Taxi: The Police Department observed that Mr. DeBari used an incorrect rate card at the beginning of the summer and again in late July and the " rate card" was not posted according to regulations. Additionally the Police Department has received two written complaints of overcharging by Mario's Taxi. Chief Toomey sent Mr. DeBari a copy of West Tisbury Taxi Regulations that deal with those issues and fines. One-Way Traffic - Ag Fair: It was moved and seconded to make the Panhandle Road one-way during the Agricultural Fair, August 15th through the 18th, 9:00 A.M. until midnight; the one way flow of traffic will be from the Ag Hall entrance down to Middle Road. Motion carried. Detail Pay: Chief Toomey explained that the rate of "Detail Pay" charged in West Tisbury is below the rate charged by most other local police departments. She said that cruisers are used on a detail for traffic safety on the highway, not for transportation. It was moved and seconded to raise the rate of detail pay from $30 per hour to $32 per hour. Early, yes; Heam, yes; Alley, no. Motion carried

Vineyard Food Shop: Chief Toomey said that she has sent Officers to the Bakery this past week during the noon hour and they have written tickets. Unfortunately, the tickets are usually written for people who are only there once. She suggested that next year, the Bakery might consider hiring an employee sit in the parking lot or hiring a Police Detail. Glenn Hearn asked if that could be instituted this summer. Chief Toomey said that it would be difficult to ask the Bakery to have an employee sit in the parking lot this summer, as this time of year they are losing employees.

PADDY MOORE: The Selectmen asked Ms. Moore to mediate the complaint by a Town employee about an incident involving a member of the public. Ms. Moore said that she had spoken to Mr. Revere and would be speaking with the Ms. Resendes when she returns on Friday. Ms. Moore said that she would report back to the Selectmen's meeting next week.

ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER - Dog Hearings: Joan Jenkinson said that she would schedule a dog hearing for John Long's two dogs August 21st. One of the dogs bit a neighbor on a bike. The person could not identify which dog bit her so both dogs were quarantined.
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Mal Jones signed a "Complaint of Vicious or Barking Dogs" on the dog owned by Graig Kryla.

The dog was running loose, unleashed and out of control and threatening his livestock.

Joan Jenkinson will schedule a hearing for August 21st on the Kryla dog. Ms. Jenkinson noted that Mr. Jones had not signed a complaint against the dog he caught chasing livestock on his property. She said that she will ask Mr. Jones to sign a complaint on the dog he caught and also that the $100 he collected and turned over to the Town be returned to Mr. Jones. Court Appearance: Joan Jenkinson said that she had been summoned to Small Claims Court for Legal Action yesterday concerning Debra Polucci. Ms. Jenkinson said that she was there with her Animal Control Officer records on Ms. Polucci's dog "Douglas".

Ms. Jenkinson reported that she had given Debra Polucci a "Cage Muzzle" and a Velcro muzzle for her dog "Douglas" as per the Selectmen's Order. Ms. Jenkinson said that Ms. Polucci told her that the muzzles did not fit the dog. John Early asked why the Town was supplying a muzzle. Joan Jenkinson said that she had personally paid for the muzzle as she thought it would appease Ms. Polucci.

John Early suggested that there could be some liability for the Town, should the muzzle have an effect on the dog. It was his opinion that the owner should pay for the muzzle. Joan Jenkinson said that she would take the catalogue to Ms. Polucci and Ms. Polucci could order her own muzzle.

John Alley said that he applauded Joan's efforts with this issue. He said that records should be kept should the dog "Douglas" leave the property without a muzzle. Mr. Alley said that the dog should have a muzzle on it as soon as possible.

AFFORDABLE HOUSING COMMITTEE RESIGNATION: It was moved and seconded to accept Susan Arnold's resignation from the Affordable Housing Committee with regret. Motion carried.

CONSERVATION COMMISSION RESIGNATION: It was moved and seconded to accept Whit Griswold's resignation from the Conservation Commission with regret. Motion carried.

CONSERVATION COMMISSION ASSOCIATE MEMBER APPOINTMENTS: It was
moved and seconded to appoint Oceana Rames and Patrick Phear Associate Members of the Conservation Commission until the next annual appointment period in April. Motion carried.

STATE PRIMARY: It was moved and seconded to sign the Warrant for the September 17th State Primary. Motion carried. The Primary will be held at the Public Safety Building (New Fire Station) from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.

BUS COMMITTEE: John Alley will work on the duties and responsibilities for the Bus Committee for next week. Mr. Alley suggested that there the remaining member of the Bus Committee should live in the village center.

MINUTES: It was moved and seconded to approve July 31, 2002 minutes. Motion earned. It was moved and seconded to approve the July 31st executive session minutes. Motion carried.

CORRESPONDENCE:
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Elaine Pace, School Principal: Ms. Pace received a letter from Ken Bailey and Halcyon

Homeowners Association regarding the school buses which are purported to be parked within the

100-foot-no-cut-greenbelt between the School and the Halcyon subdivision. Ms. Pace requested

help in finding a place to park the fleet of eight school buses. The Selectmen agreed to make a

site visit on Monday.

Jonathan Revere asked if the Selectmen planned to attend the Board of Assessors Meeting on Tuesday August 13th when the Vision Appraisal Company's Website re the Town property database would be discussed.

The Selectmen will attend the meeting.

John Alley said that he hoped that the Assessors would have a response to concerns raised by Mr. Wodlinger in his letter of January 9, 2002.
