MINUTES

WEST TISBURY BOARD OF SELECTMEN'S MEETING JULY 24, 2002 - 4:30PM

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. MINUTES: It was moved and seconded to approve the July 17, 2002 minutes. Motion carried.

BUS COMMITTEE: It was moved and seconded to appoint Barbara Day, Nancy Nunes and

Cathy Cambell to the Bus Advisory Committee.

Dan Prowten recommended that someone from. North Tisbury be included on the Bus

Committee, as North Tisbury seems to be the recipient of unwanted buses that come from West

Tisbury.

Motion carried.

John Early suggested that the members of the Bus Committee should come to a Selectmen's meeting so that they know what is expected of them.

RESCUE BOAT: Three people took out specifications and one responded. The Rescue Boat was advertised and there was one response from BRAN-ART, INC, oflslandia. New York. It was moved and seconded to accept the bid of $24,291.50 from BRAN-ART, INC. for the Rescue Boat for the Fire Department. Motion carried.

EMPLOYEE COMPLAINT HEARING: Glenn Heam suggested that the Selectmen should

schedule a hearing, with a mediator or neutral person, with all parties involved regarding the

Principal Assessor's complaint against Jonathan Revere.

Jonathan Revere said that it was unclear what a mediator would do. A mediator would provide

a compromise on original positions of the parties involved and he was not sure that a mediator

was called for. He again questioned what adjudication the Selectmen have in the matter but said

he would be satisfied with the Selectmen handling this matter. Mr. Revere noted that Michael

Colaneri wanted ground rules in place before he would have his employee come to a meeting.

Mr. Revere said that he wanted to see a change in policy so that there would be equal

opportunity for the public to complain.

Dan Prowten said that having a mediator set ground rules or a format for a grievance procedure

could be valuable.

Glenn Hearn suggested Paddy Moore or Pat Gregory.

Mary Jo Joiner said that there are brochures listing mediators at the Library.

Cynthia Riggs said that she would trust the Selectmen and questioned the expense of a mediator.

John Early said that he would favor a facilitator/ neutral third party.

The Executive Secretary will contact people and report back to the meeting next week.

DOGS: Joan Jenkinson, Animal Control Officer, reported that she had received two "Complaints of Vicious and Barking Dogs".
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Ms. Jenkinson received a complaint from Tonya Roddy regarding "Douglas". The dog was on a leash and lunged at her last fall.

Ms. Jenkinson received a complaint from Donna Lee Frisch regarding two dogs belonging to John Long from Makonikey. Ms. Frisch was bitten by one of the dogs as she was on her bike on July 21, 2002.

It was moved and seconded to ask the Animal Control Officer to investigate the two complaints described above. Motion carried.

Joan Jenkinson said that she would meet with Town Counsel, Michael Goldsmith of Reynolds, Rappaport and Kaplan tomorrow and that he would write an order to have the dog "Douglas" muzzled as the Town has received a written complaint from Tonya Roddy.

CORRESPONDENCE:
Board of Assessors invited the Selectmen to attend a meeting to discuss the Vision On-Line
Database. It was noted that the Principal Assessor would be out all week due to a death in the

family. The Selectmen agreed to attend an Assessors' meeting August 1311 at 4:30 p.m.

Principal Assessor to Town Counsel Sent copies of correspondence between the Assessors'

office and Jonathan Revere regarding requests for copies of public records.

Principal Assessor to Jonathan Revere Estimate of the cost to provide documents under a

"Guide to the Massachusetts Public Records Law".

Conservation Commission Assistant to Town Counsel Asking about four parking spaces on

the Great Plains Road for access to Greenlands.
John Alley said that the Town does have the right to park and access Greenlands from the Great Plains Road. The Town swapped land, abutting Greenlands, with Mr. Snowden, the developer of the Stony Hill Subdivision. Mr. Snowden provided the Town with access to Greenlands and designated that there could be parking there. Mr. Alley did not know if the arrangement had been recorded.

Mary Jo Joiner said that people on the road like the idea of trails, but do not want parking.

Principal Assessor Agrees with EOAF letter that a website whose domain name ends in .GOV. and recommends that the Town complete steps necessary for a .Gov registration.

John Alley noted that Chuck Cotnoir would like the same opportunity as Educomp re the local e-mail server etc. Mr. Alley will ask Chuck Cotnoir and The Computer Lab for quotes. Klaus Brocheit Request for signs at Seth's Pond indicating where Town property ends;

expressed concern about water quality of Seth's Pond and increased parking.

John Alley noted that there used to be signs at Seth's Pond and agreed that there should be signs.

John Early agreed that there should be signs. The letter will be turned over to the Parks and Rec with the recommendation that they take action. The letter will also be sent to the Board of Health. It was noted that the Board of Health checks the water quality regularly.
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Chilmark Selectmen Invitation for Selectmen to attend a joint meeting to discuss the

MVRD&RRD's financial management and operations. The Selectmen will attend a meeting and

agreed that the Board of Health should be included.

Jonathan Revere suggested an item for the agenda would be a question of the destination of trash. He noted that BFI picks up trash in his neighborhood and it is taken to Tisbury and Oak Bluffs and not to MVRD&RRD and the District may be losing money. MMA Action FY'03 State Budget

John Alley reported that the Selectmen received a copy of court document from Reynolds Rappaport and Kaplan on the Thomas property.

ERNIE'S REPORT: The Town is taking William Thomas to court on the "cease and desist" order concerning the renting of rooms as directed by the Board of Selectmen. Cell Pole The pole on David Flanders property is down. A building permit for the shed on the property was issued to David Flanders.

STEPHEN'S CROSS PATH SITE VISIT: John Alley reported that the Board of Selectmen and Ernie Mendenhall walked Stephen's Cross path from the State Road to the Old Stage Road. They met Chuck Wiley who was working on his property and talked about the path. Bill Veno from the Land Bank met the Selectmen at the "Path" and pointed out where he had previously placed tapes.

John Alley met with Patti Linn today, and she was aware that the Selectmen had been there Monday. Mr. Alley said that he gave her an overview of what had been talked about the previous day. Mr. Alley said that Ms. Linn would not agree to anything until she had seen "it" written down on a piece of paper. He said that he had tried to explain to Ms. Linn, that what had been discussed and agreed to would not affect her property; the path does not go through her driveway. Mr. Alley said that her main contention was that if anything, a branch, were cut, it affects her privacy between her place and her neighbors. The Selectmen had agreed that a four-foot path would be sufficient.

James Alley said that he thought that the Selectmen had records of all of the land in the area. John Alley said that it was his understanding that Ms. Linn did not contend she owned the land, her problem was an invasion of privacy. James Alley said that the Selectmen should present the plan to Ms. Linn.

Bill Veno has drawn up a plan for the path. John Alley noted that on the property that abuts the Linn property, there are ruts indicating where the path used to be.

Ernie Mendenhall said that he thought an agreement was close with Chuck Wiley. Glenn Hearn suggested that it would be helpful if Bill Veno would flag the trail near Patti Linn's driveway.

THE PAYBODIE PATH ASSOCIATION: An Order to File Notice of Appearance in the matter of The Paybodie Path Association was received from the DEP. This has to do with the license issued to the Paybodie Path Association.
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PARKING VINEYARD FOOD SHOP: Jonathan Revere commented about the Humphrey's Intersection and noted that people are abusing the cones and no parking signs. He asked if anything could be done.

Mr. Revere also suggested that the Selectmen send a letter to the Mass Highway regarding the crash site on State Road and ask to have it cleaned up. He also suggested Dangerous Curve signs might help.

GALE ASSOCIATES INVOICE: The Building Committee will sign off on the Gale

Associates Bills for the renovations for the Town Hall plans.

GREENLANDS: James Alley said that public funds were used to purchase Greenlands and the funding was contingent on the public's right of access. John Alley said that they deeded the Town thirty feet of the Fire Lane in Edgartown for access. He said that that was how they got involved with Snowden for access for West Tisbury. The Town also gave fifteen acres to Vineyard Haven for the water district.
