MINUTES

WEST TISBURY BOARD OF SELECTMEN'S MEETING JULY 31, 2002 - 4:30 P.M.

PRESENT: John Alley, John Early, Glenn Heam
ALSO PRESENT FOR ALL OR PART OF THE MEETING: Joan Jenkinson, Mal Jones, Michael McCormack, Barbara Day, Robert Day, Chuck Cotnoir, Jonathan Revere, Mary Jo Joiner, Ernest Mendenhall, Maureen Healy; Robert Potts, Broadside

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m.

ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER: Joan Jenkinson, Animal Control Officer, informed the Selectmen that she had been subpoenaed to appear in a small claims court suit regarding Debra Polucci vs. Jennifer Gardner and Lori DiGiacomo concerning events involving the dog "Douglas" and the Island Montessori School. The suit is about a monetary matter and Ms. Gardner and Ms. DiGiacomo wanted the Animal Control Officer present. Ms. Jenkinson said that she does not get involved in monetary matters; the women want her to give her opinion on the dog "Douglas".

Ms. Jenkinson told the Selectmen that she would hand deliver a muzzle for "Douglas". Ms. Jenkinson said that she would be scheduling a hearing on John Long's dogs that bit a neighbor.

ORDER RE "DOUGLAS": It was moved and seconded to sign the Order of the Board of Selectmen related to the Complaint by Leigh Vayo, issued to Debra Polucci on her dog "Douglas". Motion carried.

DOGS - MAL JONES: Mal Jones said that for the third time this year there were (two) dogs

on his property in the throes of chasing his chickens. Each one of dog owners agreed to pay him

$100. He gave the Selectmen a check for $100 and said that the other check would be coming.

Mr. Jones said that he needs "relief; that the dogs were doing what comes naturally. He said

that the people who own dogs should be responsible. He said that the dogs did not kill his

chickens. Mr. Jones said that he caught one of the dogs and he called Joan Jenkinson.

Joan Jenkinson took the dog Mr. Jones caught to the pound; and identified the other dog from

the description.

Glenn Hearn asked what the Selectmen could do.

Joan Jenkinson said that Mr. Jones could file a complaint with the Selectmen and a hearing

would be scheduled, but Mr. Jones prefers to handle the problem in his own way.

Glenn Hearn encouraged Robert Potts to publicize the incident in the Broadside.

John Early told Mr. Jones that Chapter 140 dog laws limited their response. He said that for the

Selectmen to help Mr. Jones would have to sign complaint and then the Selectmen could hold a

hearing to determine if a dog bond should be issued.

Joan Jenkinson gave Mal Jones a complaint form.

MINUTES: It was moved and seconded to approve the July 25, 2002 minutes. Motion carried.
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SURPLUS ALLOWANCE: It was moved and seconded to request the Board of Assessors to

reduce the Surplus Allowance for Abatements and Exemptions for June 30, 2002, by the amount

of $39,754.12. Motion carried.

RESIGNATION: It was moved and seconded to accept Abbe Burt's resignation from the Affordable Housing Committee with regret. Motion carried.

Ms. Burt has moved to Vineyard Haven, so there is also a West Tisbury vacancy on the Dukes County Regional Housing Authority.

The positions will be advertised.

Jonathan Revere suggested that the Selectmen should contact Juleann VanBell as she was thinking of leaving the Housing Authority as Governor's appointee and requesting to be the West Tisbury appointee.

REGISTRAR APPOINTMENT: Abbe Burt has registered to vote in Tisbury. Prudy Whiting, Town Clerk, recommended that Bemice Kirby be appointed to fill the vacancy on the Board of Registrars.

It was moved and seconded to appoint Bemice Kirby to the Board of Registrars until the next annual appointment period in March. Motion carried.

MVRD&RRD MEETING: The Selectmen will attend a joint meeting of the Boards of Selectmen and Boards of Health of the member Towns of MVRD&RRD on August 7th, 5:00 p.m. at the Howes House.

SELECTMEN'S MEETING NEXT WEEK: The Board of Selectmen will hold their weekly meeting on August 7th at 4:00 p.m. at the Howes House.

WEBSITE - DOMAIN: Chuck Cotnoir asked to meet with the Selectmen in two weeks. He will give the Selectmen and the Computer Information Officer a briefing on the website (domain) address for West Tisbury and the ramifications of procuring and holding a .GOV address. Mr. Cotnoir suggested a quick run-through of West Tisbury's Website. Mr. Cotnoir was invited to the August 14th Selectmen's meeting.

MEDIATOR/FACILITATOR: Paddy Moore is willing to be a Facilitator in the matter of a complaint by a Town Employee and will attend the Selectmen's meeting next week to establish "ground rules".

John Alley found an article in an old Municipal Advocate relating to "Customer Service". He will make copies for the Board.

HEALTH COUNCIL - INTERMUNICIPAL AGREEMENT FUNDS: Jonathan Revere referred to the rumor he had heard and brought up in June, that the Heath Council was attempting to get money from the Hospital for Vineyard Health Care Access Program. He asked at that time for the Selectmen to look into the matter.

Jonathan Revere quoted extensively from the Dukes County Health Council June 27th meeting. "Murray Frank moved that the health Council "memorialize" the Hospital adding that the Health Council was aware that the Hospital hadn't completely implemented part of its Contract, and urging $22,400 be given to the VHCAP since Sarah Kuh and VHCAP staff performed services
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for the Hospital. A subcontract of $22,400 would buy $30,000 worth of service. Kathy Logue
Seconded the Motion. Dennis Hoak noted that there was nobody present from the Hospital and

thought the Hospital's point of view should be heard before charging ahead..." [motion carried]

Jonathan Revere renewed his request that the Selectmen find out if the Hospital has given funds to the VHCAP.
John Alley said that he had called Tim Walsh, the newly appointed CEO, a month ago and asked if the money were going to be used for a different area. Mr. Alley repeated Mr. Walsh's response, "This won't happen on my watch". Mr. Alley will call Mr. Walsh again.

MARTHA'S VINEYARD COMMUNITY TELEVISION, INC.: John Alley reported that the Martha's Vineyard Community Television, Inc., MVCT had not sent a bill to Adelphia requesting the payment for the PEG Access Corporation (local access). The W. T. Cable TV Renewal License requires Adelphia to pay an amount equal to 5% of the Licensee's Gross Annual Revenue for Year One of the Renewal License, minus the $100,000.00 initial up front payment. Another letter will be sent to Adelphia requesting the payment.

BUS COMMITTEE: Darmy Prowten wrote a letter suggesting that North Tisbury should be represented on the Bus Committee and he volunteered. It was moved and seconded to appoint Daniel Prowten to the Bus Committee. Motion carried. John Alley said that he would put together a list of "things to do" for the Bus Committee. He suggested that there should be another member, which would make a Committee of five.

VINEYARD FOOD SHOP - HUMPHREY'S: John Early said that people are parking diagonally and the cars are sticking out into the travel lane on the up-island side of the road. He also said that there is a problem at the triangle and around the comer going up to the North Road. Mr. Early said that it is a perilous situation John Alley will contact Chief Toomey.
CORRESPONDENCE:
Town Accountant asking to Selectmen to request Assessors to reduce Allowance for Abatements and Exemptions.

Bill Veno, Land Bank Planner sent a follow up on the Stephens Cross Path site visit. A

corrected copy of the proposed management agreement was enclosed. Path to be four feet.

Glenn Hearn suggested that a copy of the "Agreement" be sent to Patti Linn. Mr. Heai-n will

meet with Ms. Linn.

Bill Veno to Chuck Wiley re site visit and an updated version of the easement agreement

between Mr. Wiley and the Land Bank. A diagram showing the portion of the berm to be

removed was included. (Mr. Heam said that he would ask Bill Veno to include the Patti Linn

property on the diagram.)

John Alley said that the Board of Health would take care of the section of asphalt when the

"Closure" for the landfill comes through. Mr. Wiley is willing to allow a "jog" on his land as

long as the Town agrees to take care of the asphalt.
