WEST TISBURY SELECTMEN'S MEETING JANUARY 15, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 4:3O p.m. The Board of Selectmen Approved the Minutes of January 8, 2003

John Alley introduced Angie Gompert from the VTA, who gave a brief overview of a plan that will help solve a number of items concerning the bus route and stops at the town hall. The quantity of waiting people at the intown center would be corrected. Changes have to be made if the town would like an Edgartown to Aquinnah direct. The VTA will be changing direction of travel. Beth Toomey would like to work with VTA and monitor the traffic/pedestrian problem. Motion to approve plan as assigned by Angle Gompert.

Chief Toomey presented her Police Budget - There is approximately a 12% increase in budget from last year. This Includes $13,000 insurance, and an added police officer. Motion to accept police budget approved.

Beth Toomey presented a transportation survey to the Board from the Joint transportation committee meeting.

Regarding Executive Secretary Interviews the interviews will convene on January 16th at The Howes House. There will be 3 interviews on Jan 16th and 3 interviews on Jan 1711. Beth Toomey prepared packets for each Selectman with questions for the candidates. The Board will then make a decision as to what questions to ask. The candidate's resumes will be submitted to the Board prior to interviews. There will be one more interview on Tuesday, Jan 21st also at The Howes House.

Joan Jenkinson, Office of Animal Control reported a vicious dog complaint against Leslie Baton brought by Jim Airasian. The dogs chased his sheep and ducks and one had the duck in its mouth and broke its wing. The dog owner apologized and will keep her dogs leashed. Joan Jenkinson stated since this is the first written complaint, a bond is not warranted. Both parties left on a good note. It was a very amicable meeting.

Joan Jenkinson requested the Board to grant approval for a larger gas tank. The Fire Chief had also granted approval for Up-Island Automotive Inc. The Board voted to grant approval. Motion approved.
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Diane Wall, School Committee, asked if there were any questions regarding the School Budget. The Board suggested that she go before the Finance Committee to set perimeters, and then make a presentation at the January 29th Selectmen's meeting,

A letter was read from the Planning Board regarding Stephen's Cross Path urging to disregard and refute any claims that the Town may have abandoned any rights to passage over the Path. The Planning Board would like to preserve all paths suitable for non-vehicular access. The Board responded that this is still a legal matter .

MIIA Property and Casualty Group declares $1 million dollar dividends for participants in their workers compensation program. They believe through a cooperative effort, workers comp insurance costs can be reduced and controlled. An MIIA dividend check for $1,801.33 workman's comp will be used as a credit toward the premium..

The Board was notified that Town Clerk, Prudy Whiting has appointed Jemima James as Assistant Town Clerk. Jemima will perform Town Clerk tasks in Prudy's absence.

The Board approved the Board of Health's appointment of Victoria Thurber as their representative to the West Tisbury Affordable Housing Committee. Victoria will be notified. Motion to appoint Victoria Thurber.

The Board is waiting to receive from the Dukes County Housing Authority the PILOT (Payment in Lieu of Taxes) formula for Sepiessa Point apartments. John Alley said the purpose of the program is to offer some money instead of no money to the town.
