New Business:

 

Richard Olsen, Superintendent of Streets updated the Board on upcoming projects.

Within 2 or 3 weeks starting on Music Street construction of 2 drainage pits will be placed to alleviate flooding.  Resurfacing (2 inches thick) will begin - 150 ft. along Church Street and 7000 to 8000 ft. on Old County Road .   There is a problem with runoffs from driveways.  John Early will see the Planning Board for a By Law for runoffs from driveways.  Rich Olsen stated he has reimbursement money set aside amounting to $80,000.  A big expense is the line striping.  Rather than paint the lines, Rich recommends thermoplastic.  He would start on this end, which is the worse and continue 28,000 to 32,000 feet at a cost of almost $7000. The Town is going into a Consortium working with other Vineyard towns in order to get better pricing and affordable rates.  Glenn Hearn, Acting Procurement Officer will sign the contracts .  Panhandle Road needs

a lot of attention from Middle to State.  Pavement on North Road needs repair.  Crack Seal will help.  Glenn Hearn asked how often does the state come up with money for road repair.  Right now it’s pretty tough.  Rich informed the Board that Steve Berlucchi has been doing work at the Ag Hall.   John Early asked what appropriations or funds Steve might have for that work.  John  Early will speak with Steve Berlucchi.   Rich Olsen will be doing a lot of trimming on grounds this fall.  And Snow Removal is in order.

 

Chief Beth Toomey requested the following Special Police Officers be appointed for a term of three years:  Wesley Shaw and Garrison Viera.   John Early made a Motion to appoint the Officers and it was seconded by Glenn Hearn.

 

Steve Berlucchi, County Engineer called regarding the Charter School’s request for flashing lights and its maintenance.  He asked who will be responsible for the financial upkeep.  He would need a letter of reference for bid documents to send to Winn Davies to appropriate money.  John Early will take under advisement and speak with Steve.
