SELECTMEN’S MEETING

WEDNESDAY, January 12, 2005, 4:30 P.M.

Meeting opened at 4:30 p.m. and adjourned at 6:00 p.m.

Martha’s Vineyard Commission:  Mark London spoke about the past year’s activities, which included planning efforts in community development, water resources and affordable housing.   The Commission was also involved in regulatory planning, GIS work and developing the website.  He showed the Board the budget trends from last year and then moved on to the proposed planning effort due to kick off next year and last three years.  The new planning effort is designed to be an island-wide community based planning effort looking at the issues of growth management, water quality, transportation and public services and infrastructure.  

Regarding the budget for next year, Mark said the board started with an increase of no more the 2½% and then added the planning effort on top of that.  Skipper thanked the MVC for their forward thinking in their proposed planning effort.

Audit Award:  S. Manter motioned to award the audit contract to Brown Company.  J. Early seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
DCRHA:  Glenn read the letter from DCRHA asking for permission to transfer the Sepiessa property to a non-profit developer for development of the next four units.  The letter did not specify which agency would be granted the land.  Skipper and John both said they had reservations and wanted more information prior to voting.   Jen will ask Philippe to attend a meeting to explain further.

MVC-JTC Appointment:  Jen was asked to see if Richie still wanted to be on the JTC, if not she will advertise for that position and an alternate.

Budget Scheduling:  Jen asked the board to start deciding which departments they wanted to meet with to discuss the budget.  She will ask the Board of Health, Building Inspector and Police Department to attend next week’s meeting.

Minutes:  J. Early motioned to approve the minutes of 12/29/04.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
MVC Appointment: Interviews will be held on February 23, 2005.  

UIRSD: J. early motioned to ask the UIRSD what they planned to do with the surplus revenue returned to them by the state.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote o n the motion was unanimous in favor.
S. Manter motioned to go into Executive Session for the purpose of discussing land acquisition and to not return to regular session. J. Early seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was conducted and all were in favor.
