SELECTMEN’S MEETING

WEDNESDAY, March 2, 2005, 4:30 P.M.

Present:  Selectmen Skipper Manter, John Early (arrived at 5:00 p.m.)

Bruce Stone Annual Review:  S. Manter motioned to adopt the evaluation completed by the Chair for Bruce Stone.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

Skipper commented that Bruce had been well received in his first year and wanted to commend him for the work he has done automating the accounting.  Glenn seconded that and thanked Bruce for a job well done.

Road Race:  Bill Bradley from MV Multisport asked permission form the Board to hold a half- marathon on June 5th during JawsFest.  He said it will begin in Aquinnah and end at the Grange in WT.  He said they were inclined to use Middle Road for safety.  He said the roads will remain open, and the will use mostly volunteers to be road watchers.  Glenn brought up the issue of the Church Services that begin at 10:00 a.m. on Music Street that might cause a safety issue.  Skipper said the Board will sign off on the race only after the Safety Officials have done so.

Bridge at Cottles:  Glenn said the bridge had been damaged during the last storm - Jen will ask Richie to get it fixed.  Skipper said if the Highway budget didn’t have enough money there will need to be a reserve fund transfer prior to any work being done.

JTC Appointment:  Skipper said that both Al DeVito and John Alley were excellent candidates, and we needed a regular member and an alternate, so he thought he would suggest flipping a coin for the positions.  The coin was flipped and John “won”.

S. Manter motioned to appoint John Alley as the regular member and Al DeVito as the alternate to the Joint Transportation Committee at the MVC.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
Minutes:  S. Manter motioned to approve the minutes of 2/16/05.  J. Early seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was JE and SM in favor, GH abstained.
MVC Appointment:  Skipper thanked all the applicants for applying; he said he felt it was important that the candidate have a long connection with the island.  He said based on that he wanted to nominate Jim Powell.  John said he was impressed with the slate of candidates, he felt that any would serve the town well at the Commission.  Glenn said he had been leaning toward Jim because of his ties to the State House, especially now when the Commission has a tougher time getting State money so they keep asking the Towns for more.

S. Manter motioned to appoint Jim Powell to the Martha’s Vineyard Commission.  J. Early seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
Other:  Skipper said he was concerned about the amount of money the County was spending on the airport lawsuit.  He wanted to know where the money was coming from, and couldn’t that money have been better spent on programs the County had cut funding too. Jen will draft a letter to Winn Davis.

S. Manter motioned to go into Executive Session for the purposes of discussing current litigation and land acquisition.  J. Early seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was conducted and the vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
