SELECTMEN’S MEETING

WEDNESDAY, April 20, 2005, 4:30 P.M.

Present:  Selectmen Glenn Hearn, Skipper Manter, John Early 

Guests: Dan Cabot, Bob Potts, Jonathan Revere, Ian Fein

 Meeting opened at 4:30 p.m. and adjourned at 5:20 p.m.

Chairman :  J. Early nominated Skipper Manter as Chair of the Board of Selectmen.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was JE, GH in favor, SM abstain.

G. Hearn nominated John Early as Vice-Chair of the Board of Selectmen.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was SM, GH in favor, JE abstain.
John thanked Glenn for his work over the last year and Skipper congratulated him on his reelection. 

Boat Anchoring:  Sander Shapiro asked if he could anchor his boat off Lambert’s Cove Beach, and if there were any rules about that.  The Board said no, there were no regulations and he may anchor anytime he wants.

Event Permits:  G. Hearn motioned to grant an event permit to Ron Gamba for 9 flea market dates at the Grange Hall.  J. Early seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was JE & GH in favor SM against.

J. Early motioned to grant an event permit to David Modigliani for 16 dates for a play at the Grange Hall.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was JE & GH in favor SM against.

J. Early motioned to grant an event permit to Lanny MacDonald for an Art Show at the Grange Hall.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was JE & GH in favor SM against.

John asked what the fee was for multiple dates.  Jen said it is $25.00, which raises the question of equity much like the fair permits.  Jen will work on defining the fees better for next season.

Minutes:  G. Hearn motioned to approve the minutes of 4/6/05.  J. Early seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

Cemetery Superintendent:  Jen said she had asked and there seemed to be no job description for the Cemetery Superintendent.  Skipper said it should be defined.  Glenn said he would like the job to focus on records organization, selling lots, and supervising burials.  Any grounds maintenance could be taken care of by the new hire for the highway department.  Glenn will work on a description. 

Highway Assistant:  Skipper, Jen and Richie will work on the ad for the paper and will screen candidates.

Buildings Committee(s):  John said he had thought more about these committees suggested by town meeting and he was not totally sure what they would do.  He didn’t want to create a committee with no purpose.  He thought maybe there should be a few different committees.  One would be a reconstituted Town Buildings Committee, which currently is John, Ernie Mendenhall and Mike Hull, and they would monitor the facilities maintenance and long term needs.  Another would look at the Old Courthouse Road building to determine what to do with that space, and the third would focus on the needs of the Police Department.  He said that would likely require some professional help and that department has some very specific needs.   Skipper said to invite the Parks & Rec department to a BOS meeting to discuss the building they are using.  The Board will draft ideas for the other two committees and give them to Jen.

Appointments:  G. Hearn motioned to appoint Judy Sibert to the position of Emergency Management Director.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

G. Hearn motioned to appoint John Early to the position of Assistant Emergency Management Director.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

G. Hearn motioned to appoint Ron Rappaport to the position of Town Council for one year.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
Berm:  Glenn said he had a quote for $3,000 fro the removal of the berm from the Rogers and Linn properties.  The money should probably come out of the Board of Health’s budget, but will require a reserve fund transfer.  John said he would want something in writing signed by each party that makes it clear exactly what will be done. Jen will speak to Ron.  

S. Manter motioned to endorse a request from the Board of Health for a reserve fund transfer of $5,000 for the purpose of removing the berm.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor. 

Other:  Glenn said he had driven around Lambert’s Cove Road and seen all the limbs that are hanging low in the road.  Jen said she had also gotten a complaint about Indian Hill Road.  Glenn said he would speak to John Gadowski about trimming.
