SELECTMEN’S MEETING

WEDNESDAY, July 20, 2005, 4:30 P.M.

 Emergency Management Assistant:  Judy said she would like the Board to appoint Chris Cini to the position of EM Assistant.  She said he had been very helpful during the blizzard and thought he would do a good job.  John asked if Chris understood he would not be compensated for this position, Chris did indeed know that and the Board thanked him for applying.

G. Hearn motioned to appoint Chris Cini to the position of Emergency Management Assistant.  J. Early seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

VTA:  Angie Grant and John Alley spoke to the Board about relocating the bus stop during the town hall renovation.  Angie said the VTA was doing a major overhaul of their off-season fixed-route service and wanted to incorporate the bus stop move at the same time.  A number of possible sites were mentioned including the Grange, Music St. and the Ag. Hall.  The possibility of using the cemetery field was also discussed.  The VTA will continue to work on this and have asked for support from the Board of Selectmen if there was any State permitting required.  

Permit Requests:  J. Early motioned to approve the Annual Vineyard Artisan’s Festival September 2-4, 2005.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

J. Early motioned to approve the Movie Museum August 4,11, 18, 25 & September 1 & 8, 2005.  G. Hearn seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was JE, GH in favor SM abstained.

Other:  Skipper said he thought the article in the Gazette the previous week was unfairly targeting an employee who had been asked to do a job.  He said if anything, the paper should focus on the Board that authorized the expenses.  John said he felt the article was flawed, there were no benchmarks discussing the average cost of rooms in Boston at the time the rooms were used.
