SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 23, 2005, 4:30 P.M.

Present:  Selectmen Skipper Manter, Glenn Hearn, Jen Rand

Guests: Richard Reinhardsen, John Alley, Cynthia Walsh, B. Potts, J. Revere, I. Fein

Grant Signature:  G. Hearn motioned to authorize Chief Toomey to sign state grant contracts.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.

VTA:  John Alley said the VTA pilot program to extend service was going better than expected, there will be a new $20 per trip fare added to the MediVan program that has been approved by the Island Councils on Ageing.  

Parks & Rec Building:  Richard Reinhardsen said the P&R dept was still in the planning stages for the Old Courthouse Road Building.  He said they have been chipping away at cleaning up the site and painting the exterior trim.  They would like to have a year-round building that could be used for rainy days and winter activities.  Skipper commended them on the work they have done thus far.

Dutch Elm Disease:  Cynthia Walsh said she was concerned about the two elms on the Town Hall property, which appear to be dying from Dutch Elm disease.  Jen said she had met with the tree warden and Bartlett tree and the consensus at that time was they might not die, and so should not be cut down at this time.  Skipper asked Jen to talk to Jeremiah and Bartlett again about them.

Letter to VHFD:  G. Hearn motioned to send a letter of thanks to the VHFD for standing by during the Chilmark house fire.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
Other:  Skipper mentioned the possibility of a Special Town Meeting on January 10, 2006.  The unpaid bills would be on the warrant as individual articles.  

G. Hearn motioned to authorize Skipper to sign a letter detailing work done by Judy Sibert during the blizzard.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
Jen reported that the bid for snow plowing had been awarded to Richard T. Olsen and Sons on November 14, 2005.

Skipper said he would like a final draft of the legal policy for next week.  He wanted to incorporate that monthly updates on cases should be provided and a request for notification if a legal case requires outside professional help.  A reminder that only the BOS can sign contract should be included also.

Minutes:  G. Hearn motioned to approve the minutes of 11/2/05.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
Shellfish Warden:  G. Hearn motioned to appoint Tom Osmers to the position of Shellfish Warden for three years.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.  (The original appointment made a few weeks prior was only for one year, state law mandates a 3-year appointment)
Executive Session:  G. Hearn motioned to go into Executive Session to discuss ongoing litigation.  S. Manter seconded the motion.  A roll call vote on the motion was unanimous in favor.
