


Nash Residence – Accessory Dwelling Unit 
Project Narrative

Robert Nash and Joann Frechette are working with architect, Courtney Sterry, to design an 
affordable accessory dwelling unit that will become the home of their son, Jeremy Nash, who 
is a year-round island resident. Their current home is a 2,298 sq. ft. on a 1.5-acre lot on Oak 
Lane off Old County Road.  
 
The proposed dwelling unit is a 1.5 story building with one bedroom, one bathroom, a 
combined kitchen and living space, and a lofted office space totaling in 800 sq. ft. The family 
and architect have identified the most ideal spot for the unit to be behind the main house in 
the southeast corner of the site which puts in 23 feet and 8 inches into the 50-foot setback. 
This sets the unit away from buildings and on neighboring lots and greatly limits the number 
of trees that would need to be cleared to construct the new building. They are asking for an 
exemption to the setback requirements for this reason.
