Skipper called the Select Board meeting to order at 4:30 pm

Minutes: Vote to approve -April 19, 20 & 26, 2023
Jessica pointed out a couple of small typos on the April 19th minutes which will be fixed.
Cindy moved to approve the minutes of April 19, 20 & 26, 2023 as amended. Jessica seconded. Roll call vote: All in favor.

New Business: 

· Special Town Meeting Schedule:

This is for the MVRHS budget that Chilmark and West Tisbury amended to zero dollars. Because of that we need to vote an appropriation to pay our share. Jen is offering June 6th or June 13th as possible dates. They also discussed starting later, at 7 PM.
Jessica moved to call for a Special Town Meeting on June 13th at 7PM at the West Tisbury School. Cindy seconded. Roll call vote: All in favor.

Now that they voted the STM the warrant is open and it was decided to close it on Friday 5/5 at noon. The Finance committee has to then do recommendations. Jen will create a warrant and send it to Fin Com.  She will also talk to Bruce about final numbers for a Fin Com article to replenish funds. 
Jessica moved to put 2 articles on the warrant; one for the MVRHS budget and the other for a Reserve Fund Replenishment. Cindy seconded. Roll call vote: All in favor.

· Meeting Schedule for 5/10 & 5/17:
Jen will be away for 2 weeks and wondered if the board wanted to skip one of the meetings while she’s gone. After discussion they decided no meeting on the 10th and Janice will coordinate the meeting for the 17th.
· Appointments:
Skipper made one correction to the list.
Cindy moved to appoint the entire list as amended. Jessica seconded. Roll call vote: All in favor.
· Vieira Resignation – Vote to Accept:

Skipper said it was a surprise to all and wished him well as did the rest of the board.
Cindy moved to accept the resignation of G. Viera. Jessica seconded. Roll call vote: All in favor.

Topics Not Anticipated: 
· Cindy spoke about the opioid settlement and suggested that they speak with the other towns and the island substance abuse groups about how the money should be spent. Skipper suggested that the Town Administrators get together to come up with ideas. They will put the topic on the agenda for a future meeting.
· Jen informed the board that the Library was granted access to counsel. They will do an official vote at next meeting as it wasn’t on agenda.

Old Business: 
· Cost Sharing Formula for Howes House 
Skipper offered a proposal that was 50 % for WT, 30 % for Chilmark and 20 % for Aquinnah. Cindy challenged the percentages and thinks it should be based on population.  She proposed 75 % WT, 20 % Chilmark and 5 % Aquinnah. She got her numbers from the 2021 census. Jessica wanted to look at what portion of the census numbers are seniors. It was stated that the COA or Bruce should have the number of seniors. Other audience members spoke to support Cindy’s numbers. They need to get the visioning committee going and decide on a working formula to be able to get ca commitment from the other towns which can be tweaked later. No action taken but they will revisit.
· PFAS – Vote to Sign Ongoing Services Proposal: Wilcox & Barton
The contract from Wilcox & Barton is for an estimated budget of $ 170,000. There is ARPA money, but this takes a good chunk of it. It was thought that there will have to be yearly appropriations as this phase is not the end of it. There may be money coming from the state, but there are other towns that are more impacted and larger and will get money first. We will likely be at the bottom of the list.

Cindy moved to authorize the Town Administrator to sign the contract from Wilcox & Barton for $ 170,000. Jessica seconded. Roll call vote: All in favor.
